Raymark OU1 purchasers Agreement to Bid on the property
To qualify to bid on the property, each Prospective Purchaser agreed;

· to pay $10 million to EPA (minimum bid for site purchase)

· $500,000 to CT DEP (contribution to state remedial and O&M cost)

· $200,000 to CT DEP (to fund development oversight)

· $500,000 for the first 15 yrs of property and casualty insurance
· Must build a retail/commercial plaza (to generate employment and tax dollars)

· Must place the ELUR on the property within 30 days of closing

The ELUR (Environmental Land Use Restriction) further requires;
· Property use is limited to retail or office space

· Property shall not be used in any manner or for any activity that could compromised the integrity of the Engineered Control 
· Any building, structure, parking lot, driveway, green space, paved area open area or improvement placed on the property by the grantor shall be operated and maintained by the grantor to ensure the continuous and uninterrupted integrity of the Engineered Control

· The property owners must also obtain and maintain at all times property and casualty insurance in a form and amount approved by the State Grantee ($5,000,000 per occasion/ $15,000,000 per term) and for which the State Grantee (DEP) is a named the insured to cover damage.

· These conditions are binding on the property and all shall run with the land and be binding on all successors and assigns and each owner and any other party entitled to possession or use of the property 

Prohibited activities under the ELUR include;
· Prohibit Access to any motor vehicle weighing in excess of the Structural load limit of the cap

· Prohibit residential use of the property

· Prohibits the planting or growing of any trees or shrubs that could compromise the integrity of the Engineered Control

· Prohibit construction or expansion outside the “Building Pod”.
· Prohibit construction or expansion of any structure in excess of the design load limits.
· Prohibits construction or any activity that could restrict the States access to any treatment buildings.
· Prohibit the excavation greater than 18 inches below grade or within 18 inches laterally of any surface expression of the Engineered Control.
· Prohibit the construction or operation of an, Auto repair or service establishment,  gasoline station, dry cleaner, car wash, operation of a new hazardous waste treatment ,storage or disposal facility.  
· Prohibit the Collection, storage, use or handling of any hazardous substances, including but not limited to household hazardous waste and cleaning materials, other than in normal course of retail trade or office occupation.
To inspect and operate the Storm water system as required under the Storm Water Discharge Permit issued for this property.  
Violation of the Environmental Land Use Restriction is subject to a $25,000 per day per violation penalty.
