It has long been SaveStratford’s position that the best solution for addressing the Toxic Raymark Waste issue in Stratford is for the complete removal of all or as much of the waste from town as possible.  We have advocated this position based on the following:

1. Removal of the waste completely eliminates the long term health hazards posed by this material

2. Removal of the waste eliminates the long term (and ever increasing) costs of ongoing O&M

3. Removal of the waste lifts the burden of paying for long term O&M from the property owner and/or the State of CT

4. Removal of the waste lifts the stigma of the property being labeled a “Superfund site” and frees up the owner to obtain bank loans, and utilize his/her property without the restrictions of ELUR’s or ARAR’s

We have also clearly stated that economic development in Stratford that is predicted on dumping large quantities of Toxic Raymark Waste in residential neighborhoods is not sound policy nor a good long term plan for the town and its residents.
Who concurs with SaveStratford?

· Roughly 4,000 people have signed our petitions asking the EPA not to consolidate toxic waste in residential neighborhoods and to remove all or as much of the waste as possible.
· The Stratford Town Council passed a resolution unanimously backing SaveStratford’s position

· The State of CT General Assembly passed legislation restricting the amount of toxic waste that can be disposed of or consolidated in a residential area

· The Governor of CT signed the aforementioned legislation into law this July
The attached proposal(s) are based upon our beliefs outlined above and are based upon the parameters set forth and data provided by the EPA.  Over the past few weeks, we have emphasized repeatedly that spending $21 million dollars to fix what is arguably a $200+ million dollar problem is not a good long term strategy at all.  Therefore, we strongly urge the agencies to take the necessary steps and incur the necessary upfront costs to remove as much of the Toxic Raymark Waste from the affected properties in Stratford.  This is ultimately the best way to address these serious problems and eliminate the exposure risks completely.
